Required Assignments:

Book Report

% Keep your child reading! Your child should read at least one hour per week. This
may include leveled readers, chapter books, magazine articles, comic books, etc.
Ask them questions about what they read. This is an opportunity for your child to
tell you about the books they love. You will be able to see what they really
comprehend.

% Activity Fun! Have your child choose one of their favorite books on their reading
level and complete ONE activity to be turned in by the end of the first week of
school.

Activity Choices:

o Create your own Book Cover telling about your book. Please include the
title, author, main characters and setting. Draw a picture of your favorite
part.

o Create a poster pretending your book is going to be made into a movie.
Include the title, author and actors/actresses who may star in your movie.
Draw a picture depicting your favorite scene from the movie.

o Write a letter to the author of your chosen book stating why you did/did not
like the book. Write at least three to five sentences.

% Make reading fresh and fun by utilizing Epic books. Your child can also
strengthen reading comprehension by taking A.R. tests throughout the summer.
The same logins used in first grade will work until August.

Math Fact Practice
% Practice basic math facts 2-3 times per week (up to the sum of 20) in addition.
Students will be assessed on addition facts upon return to school in August.
